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You may ask yourself, how do I find a good quality dog food?
There are always commercials on tv, fliers in magazines, and an over-
whelming choice of food at the pet store.  You know how to read the
back of the package of people food but what are you looking for on
the back of the package of dog food?     

Many dogs have allergies to food and cockers are no exception.
According to veterinary literature, food is the cause of 10% to 20% of
allergies in dogs.  It is the third most common allergy after flea allergies
and atpoy (inhalant allergies).
     Food allergies can be characterized by constant itchiness and lick-
ing, orange tinged coats and debris filled ears.     

Many cockers are allergic to grain so it is best to avoid food that
contain ingredients such as corn, corn meal, wheat, soy, corn gluten
and meat by-products.  Many commercially available dog foods are made
with these ingredients and lower quality proteins.  While inexpensive,
and much less healthy for your dog.
     Just like with your own foods, it is important to read the ingredients list on the back of the dog food package to
verify that quality ingredients are used and that common allergens are not used.  SCR feeds Innova dog food
products to all dogs in foster care because it has no grain and is low in carbs. Innova EVO is as close to the popular
raw foods diet that you can get in commercial kibble.   SCR recommends that adoptive homes continue feeding
Innova EVO dog food.  For senior and overweight dogs, SCR recommends Innova EVO R/F.
     When a dog comes into rescue we begin them on Innova immediately.  Sometimes they go through a “detox”
period where their bodies work on getting all of the toxins from their old food out of their systems.  After a couple of
weeks, you can see the difference in the ears and eyes and their coat is once again shiny.  A good example of this
is Sam 062.  He had a really poor coat, bad ears, and little energy.  After a few weeks on Innova EVO his fur started
to take on a shine, his coat quality improved (no more bristly hairs), and the condition of his ears dramatically
improved.

Their website answers questions, helps find a store near
you that sells Innova and also allows you to do a side by side brand comparison of  foods.  They make the Innova dog
food line, California Natural, Healthwise, and also the Mother Nature Treats.  These dog foods are made from high
quality, human grade ingredients.
      It is our responsibility to ensure  that our cockers have a quality life.  Feeding your cocker a high quality dog food
will help your cocker to live a longer, healthier life.
