SCR Desperately Seeking Foster Homes

     We, the adopted families of the lovable cockers who
have been given a second chance at life due to rescue,
give thanks everyday to the wonderful volunteers at SCR
who made that new life possible. The backbone of SCR’s
rescue efforts is the foster family that provides a loving
home for a dog until its forever family can be found.
     Please, help save a life.  Right now there are many
more cockers waiting for a chance SCR could give them
than there are foster homes to house them.  When there
is no foster home available, SCR has to turn dogs away,
and sometimes these dogs end up being put to sleep.
Many of our current and recent fosters would not be alive
today if SCR had not been able to take them in.

     Long-term fostering is the greatest need. The length
of time varies from only a week to much longer, but the
average stay is 1 to 3 months. We also need backup
foster homes (1 day to 2 weeks) and transporters. SCR
provides all medical treatment and care, routine flea
and heartworm preventative medications, information
and support.  Regretfully, SCR does not place cockers in
foster homes that have children under the age of 10.
